eMedia Project


The eMedia project was started by UEN as means of delivering educational videos on demand to K-12 educators around the state of Utah.  The project utilizes a Digital Asset Management system (DAM), called Telescope 8,  to organize and deliver the files.  Simply put, a DAM is a complex file manager that allows for easy sorting, searching, and cataloging of files.
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Because Telescope 8 allows for great control of objects, it is imperative that the files are organized under a full metadata schema.  The screenshot above shows the metadata record for a science video.  Teachers can search for videos according to length, title, grade level, subject area, geographical features, time period, and any word that might appear in the description.
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Once teachers login, all movies can be previewed. Some of the videos have been cut into segments, allowing a teacher to download only part of a video.  These segments not only save space on the computer but also save the teacher from having to find the right spot in a video.
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The videos are available in both QuickTime and Windows Media formats at three different resolutions.  The different resolutions give the teacher flexibility when considering download times versus quality.  Closed captioning is only available for QuickTime.
